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Fenton, MO - Fenton American Legion Post Celebrates 80th Anniversary
Fenton Memorial, American Legion Post 400 will be celebrating the 80th anniversary of its original founding this month. To celebrate, members invite ALL veterans to join them for a free dinner, recognition and activities on Wednesday, November 19th.
The post was originally chartered by The American Legion National Headquarters on November 19, 1945 with fifteen members as the Ambrose A. Chott American Legion Post. Technical Sergeant Chott hailed from Fenton and served in the U.S. Army Air Corps during World War II. He served as a tail gunner on a B-17 bomber named “Man O War”. Chott perished with the entire crew when aircraft was shot down returning from a mission over Rennes, France on May 29, 1943. 
In November 1958 the post was renamed as the Fenton Memorial Post to honor all veterans from all wars and conflicts – past, present and future.
The organization’s four founding “pillars” include veterans’ affairs and rehabilitation, national security, Americanism, and children and youth. “Both locally and nationally, The American Legion has been dedicated in helping American veterans” stated Marty Rueter, Post 400 Commander, noting the organization’s role in advocating for the creation of the U.S. Veterans Affairs Department and passage of the G.I. Bill. 
“Across the country when you talk about The American Legion, we must continue to be relevant in meeting the needs of our veterans”, Rueter added “and that mission includes veteran homelessness and veteran suicide.”
